New Children’s Hospital Research Website to Post Clinical Research 





At the end of this month the Children’s Hospital Research Internet will go live. A feature of this website is the ability to post clinical research available at Children’s Hospital.  We hope this clinical research listing will help investigators recruit research subjects and provide the community with information about the type of clinical research performed at Children’s Hospital. 





The clinical research recruitment website provides fields for a brief description of the research, key words, recruitment and contact information. The system is linked to the Committee on Clinical Investigation’s database so that only active protocols with current approval dates may be posted. 





Posting clinical research on the web is a form of recruitment and requires IRB approval.  The website has been developed to allow investigators to input information directly into the website.  This information is then automatically forwarded to an IRB administrator for review and approval. The posting will either be approved and posted or the investigator will be sent a request for revision. Once the posting is revised it may be resubmitted for approval.





Information about a clinical research protocol will be posted on the website for a six month period. After six months, the investigator will receive an automated email that provides instructions for refreshing the posting, removing the posting or changing the status of the posting so it is listed in a history section of clinical research previously conducted at Children’s Hospital.





The Children’s Hospital Research Internet is scheduled to go live internally at the end of this month.  The hospital is planning an external launch for late October, and is asking investigators to input their clinical trials data in time for the external launch. Time is necessary to prepare postings, have them approved and then posted. You may begin entering your postings immediately.  





IMPORTANT:  Only PIs may enter recruitment postings. The application is password protected and connected to the Clinical Investigation database. Once you log in, it will only allow you to post notices for protocols under the same name as the person who logged in.  Therefore only principal investigators will be able to post recruitment information for their  own protocols. If you are unable to log in please go to the Children's Hospital PASSWORD MANAGER to synchronize your password.
